Definitions 

1. For the purpose of these Terms and Conditions, the “Promoter” refers to 
Peugeot Motor Company PLC, whose registered office is at Pinley House, 2 
Sunbeam Way, Coventry CV3 1ND with company number 00148545.  
 

2. The “Prize” refers to four (4) cinema tickets for Showcase Cinemas, provided 
through a voucher code which can be redeemed at Showcase Cinemas 
Nationwide via the Showcase Website. 

Eligibility  

3. The Promotion is open to residents of Great Britain aged eighteen (18) years or 
over at the time of entry, excluding residents of Northern Ireland and the Channel 
Islands (the “Entrants”).  

 
4. Employees of Stellantis N.V. group companies, their immediate family members, 

affiliated agencies and the Promotor’s authorised retailers are not eligible to 
enter.  
 

5. The Promotion is open to customers who complete a test drive with any Peugeot 
Retailer and can show evidence of their Showcase Insider membership. 
 

6. The customer must allow the Peugeot Retailer to record a copy of their 
Showcase Insider membership evidence for auditing purposes. 
 

7. One entry per household. 
 

8. No purchase necessary.  
 

9. Subject to availability, up to a maximum of 1,000 tickets. 
 

10. The Prize is valid for use until 23:59 on 31 March 2026. 
 

11. In order to receive the Prize, the Promoter will supply the promotional codes 
relevant to the tickets to an Entrant’s chosen Peugeot Retailer. The Peugeot 
Retailer is responsible for supplying the code to the Entrant on completion of a 
test drive.

and from the Peugeot Retailer for the Promotion. 
 

13. The Promoter will not be liable for any Showcase Insider membership details that 
are incorrectly provided by a Peugeot Retailer. 
 

14. Nothing in these Terms and Conditions shall exclude or limit the Promoter’s 
liability for death or personal injury caused by its negligence or fraud.  
 

15. Subject to the above, and to the extent permitted by applicable law, the 
Promoter shall not be liable for any indirect, special or consequential cost, 
expense, loss or damage suffered by a participant in connection with this 
Promotion, whether arising from breach of contract, tort (including negligence), 
breach of statutory duty or otherwise.  
 

16. So far as is permitted by law, The Promoter and its associated companies and 
agents exclude responsibility and all liabilities arising from any act or default of 
any third-party supplier or from circumstances which are beyond the Promoter’s 
reasonable control.  

 
17. Nothing in these terms and conditions shall limit the liability of The Promoter for 

personal injury or death caused by its negligence or for fraud.  
 

18. The Prize is non-negotiable, non-transferable and non-refundable. No cash 
alternative is available. Where the Prize becomes unavailable for any reason 
other than reaching the maximum 1,000 tickets, The Promoter reserves the right 
to substitute the Prize for a prize of equal or higher value.  
 

Data Protection 

19. Your data will be held in accordance with data protection laws and in 
accordance with the Promoter’s privacy policy, a copy which can be found at Our 
Privacy Policy | Peugeot UK. In order to administer the Prize, The Promoter will 
require certain essential information including the name, address and contact 
details of the Entrant.

20. In the event of unforeseen circumstances beyond The Promoter’s reasonable 
control, The Promoter reserves the right to cancel, terminate, modify, or suspend
